Note: Under Executive Order JBE 2016-26, local governments could potentially exercise additional discretion and recommend exemption 

contracts with shorter terms or lower percentages than those established in the order. 

This could have the fiscal impact of accruing additional savings to local governments, since a greater portion of property would now be 

taxable or the length of the term of exemptions currently granted would be shorter. 

It could also have the opposite fiscal impact, reducing currently projected savings to local governments. This is because the ITE 

program is one of Louisiana’s strongest economic development incentives. Without the ability to offer the exemption for 100% at 10 years, 

local governments may not be able to attract certain highly competitive projects to their jurisdictions. This represents the opportunity cost 

that must be considered when evaluating a reduced exemption

Thus, additional local government discretion exercised over ITE contract approval could have the impact of either greater savings or 

lower savings than what is shown above, depending on how these local government decisions impact the State’s 

competitiveness for major economic development projects

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EXPLANATION OF METHODOLOGY

Explanation of approach used in answering question about ITE program approval data:

 Only data from 2008 – September 2016 was used in answering this question. Data from LED FastLane on Board 

approvals prior to 2008 is unreliable. Effectively, this means that two full calendar years (2006 and 2007) of the past 

ten years are missing from this data. 2016 data is understated as it only represents board approvals to date 

(September 2016), not data from the full calendar year

 Data regarding the estimated abated property taxes under ITEP is not a calculation of actual revenue foregone. It 

represents the five-year estimated value of both new and renewal contracts. To arrive at this value, the full value 

stated in the FastLane report for the year the project’s initial contract was approved is given as a full ten-year value 

and renewal contracts were filtered out of this analysis to prevent duplicated, overstated values

 The estimated abated property tax value in FastLane is also adjusted for depreciation. To do this, depreciation 

multipliers were applied to the five-year values for each contract to account for depreciation in assessed property 

values over time. Composite multipliers come from the Louisiana Tax Commission table 2305.D

 Only 60 parishes are represented in the tables shown above. This is because, for 2008 – 2016, four Louisiana 

parishes did not see any ITE projects or contracts approved by the Board of Commerce and Industry. These 

parishes are: Catahoula, Franklin, Madison, and Tensas

 Data taken from FastLane was further cleaned by eliminating projects where the application or advance were 

cancelled, where the contract ended early (either due to LED termination or applicant requests), duplicate projects, 

and projects applying for renewal contracts which were denied by either the Board or the Governor 
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
